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MINUTES OF 135TH SLBC MEETING OF STATE LEVEL BANKERS’ COMMITTEE – HIMACHAL PRADESH HELD ON 24.03.2015 AT HOTEL HOLIDAY HOME, SHIMLA (H.P.)
135th meeting of State Level Bankers Committee- Himachal Pradesh was held on 24th March, 2015.  Sh. P. Mitra, IAS, Chief Secretary to the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh was the Chief Guest and chaired the meeting. Sh. Charan Singh, Executive Director, UCO Bank  Co-Chaired the meeting. The list of participants is annexed ( Annexure-I) at the end.
The meeting commenced at 11.00 a.m. with the kind permission of Chair.   Sh. V. K. Shrivastava, General Manager, UCO Bank & Convenor SLBC H.P. welcomed distinguish Dignitaries sitting on the Dias and Senior Bureaucrats / Executives from State Government Departments, Boards, Corporations, Senior Executives /Officers from Banks and  Press & Media men participated in the meeting.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE WELCOME ADDRESS BY SHRI V. K. SHRIVASTAVA, GENERAL MANAGER  & CONVENOR SLBC, HP

· At the outset, Sh. V. K. Shrivastava, General Manager, UCO Bank extended heartiest welcome, on his own behalf, on behalf of Convenor Bank and August Forum to Sh. P. Mitra, IAS, Chief Secretary to the Government of Himachal Pradesh. He expressed gratitude to Chief Secretary for his continued support, encouragement and guidance to the Forum.
· The General Manager and Convenor, extended heartiest welcome to Dr. Shrikant Baldi Principal Secretary (Finance) to the Government of Himachal Pradesh. He expressed gratitude to Dr. Baldi for his proactive role, interactive deliberations and guidance to the Forum. 
· Sh. Shrivastava extended heartiest welcome to Sh. Charan Singh, Executive Director, UCO Bank on his maiden participation in the SLBC meeting who has very recently taken over the new assignment as Executive Director of UCO Bank. He described the worthy Executive Director, a ‘Man from Operations’, with his vast experience and distinguish  achievements in  various senior level assignments in Bank of India, prior to taking new assignment   in UCO Bank.   He expressed gratitude to Executive Director for co-chairing the meeting and stated that this forum will be immensely benefitted with his enriched experience.
· He welcomed Sh. I.S. Negi, Regional Director, RBI and expressed gratitude to Sh. Negi and his team of officers for the support and guidance to the Forum in various issues pertaining to Financial Inclusion and Inclusive growth in the State.
· Sh.  Shrivastava extended warm welcome   to Sh. K. P. Chand, CGM, NABARD   and express gratitude for the supportive role of NABARD on all issues concerning Rural Development in the State. 
· Sh. Shrivastava highlighted the efforts made by  all the stakeholders in implementation of PMJDY Scheme in the State  and appreciated the efforts made by  Banks in  opening of more than  7.50 lacs Bank accounts  under the PMJDY Scheme since its  launching in August last year .  He appreciated that State has Aadhaar enrollment of about 98% and stressed that the Aadhaar seeding by the Banks which is still comparatively low at 72%, needs immediate attention of Bankers. He appealed to Banks to make sincere efforts for 100% Aadhaar seeding in the Bank accounts. He further added that issuance/ activation of RuPay Debit Cards in the State is nearly 73 %. He urged the Banks to pay focused attention for issuance of Rupay Debit Cards to all the account holders in compliance to the direction of MOF under PMJDY Scheme.
· Sh. Shrivastava expressed satisfaction on achievement of  82% of the targets under Annual Credit Plan (ACP) 2014-15 up to period December,2014. He impressed the Banks to make concerted efforts for achieving all the Annual targets/ sub-targets under all sectors under the ACP 2014-15 with in the last quarter of the FY2014-15. 
· The General Manager and Convener requested all the stakeholders to submit the data/information for the next  SLBC meeting  for annual review of performance with in 2nd week of the April 2015 so that the  next Review meeting of SLBC may be held   little early, within the 1st week of May,2015. 
· Before concluding his welcome speech, Sh. Shrivastava asserted that Banks will show good results in the Annual Performance Review for FY2014-15. He concluded  the welcome speech expressing gratitude to all the participants for the active participation in the meeting .
KEY NOTE ADDRESS DELIVERED BY SHRI CHARAN SINGH, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, UCO BANK  ON THE OCCASION OF 135th  SLBC MEETING HELD ON 24.03.2015.
Sh. Charan Singh, Executive Director, UCO Bank has maiden participation after taking over the new assignment as Executive Director of the Convenor Bank. The highlights of the the Key Note address delivered on the occasion are as below; 
At the outset, Sh. Charan Singh extended warm welcome to the distinguish dignitaries on the Dais,  Sh. P. Mitra, IAS , Chief Secretary to the Government of Himachal Pradesh , Dr. Shrikant Baldi, Principal Secretary ( Finance) , Government of Himachal  Pradesh,  Sh. I. S. Negi, Regional Director, RBI,  Sh. K. P. Chand, Chief General Manager, NABARD and other Distinguish members of SLBC  from State Govt Departments and  Banker Colleagues  present in the meeting.

· Sh.  Charan Singh highlighted the developmental role of the SLBC Forum in   Socio- economic development of the State.  He laid emphasis that this meeting is a very important meeting as the name suggests, not only for  the Bankers but also  to all the stake holders who  have very crucial participative role to play in  planning, implementation  and monitoring of developmental activities undertaken for economic Development of the State. 

· The Executive Director had urged the Banks to play crucial role in implementation of   Government Schemes and programmes which are directed toward attainment of sustainable and inclusive growth in the state.

·  Sh. Charam Singh appreciated the commendable efforts of Banks in implementation of PMJDY Scheme and achieving 100 percent financial inclusions in the State. He placed on record that Hon’ble Prime Minister has appreciated the efforts made by banks under the Financial Inclusion Campaign launched throughout the country under the PMJDY scheme. He further appealed to all the stakeholders for putting sincere efforts   for attaining sustainable and inclusive growth in the State.    
· The Executive Director highlighted the achievements of the Banks under the various parameters up to the period ended December, 2014. He further urged the Banks  to make concerted efforts for achievement of objectives  and targets set under the Annual Credit Plan  and show improved resulted in yearend performance  in FY 2014-15.  
· The ED expressed that Non Performing Assets (NPA) is a very challenging issue before banking sector in the country. He emphasized that without taking appropriate developmental initiatives, the problem of NPAs cannot be resolved.  The sustainable growth and development of all sections of society is very crucial to resolve the problem of growing NPA. He laid emphasis to look at the problem of NPAs objectively with supportive role to the units under stress.
·  In concluded remarks, the Executive Director asserted the banking fraternity for whole hearted participation in all development Programmes/ schemes launched by Government as well as by their corporate offices observing system and procedures and maintaining close coordination with Government machinery. He wished all success for the meeting. 
EXCERPTS FROM THE SPEECH OF SH. I. S. NEGI, REGIONAL DIRECTOR, RESERVE BANK OF INDIA  ON THE OCCASION OF 135TH   SLBC MEETING HELD ON 24.03.2015
Shri I.S. Negi, Regional Director, Reserve Bank of India in his address, emphasized on following major issues: 

Financial Inclusion – RBI, Road Map 2013-16
As of December 31, 2014, 11325 villages had been covered by banks, 84 villages were covered by opening brick and mortar branches, 11162 villages covered through BC Model and 79 villages covered through other modes.   The target for opening brick and mortar branches in Himachal Pradesh as per RBI Road Map was 465 for March 31, 2015.  The achievements, so far, had been just 18%.  

Regarding 11162 villages covered through BC Model, he stated that BC Model is yet to stabilize in various districts of Himachal Pradesh.  All banks were advised to stabilize functioning of BC network in all the villages wherever BCs have been set up.  The opening of 7,50,665 basic saving bank deposit accounts as on February 28, 2015 since the launching of PMJDY by holding 12,034 camps by banks was quite impressive and commendable.   But then, that is not the end of the objective.  The opening of accounts in one-time camp mode by bank branches in remote villages located at a distance of 10 to 30 kms is just the starting point of financial inclusion and the buck does not stop here for banks.  Now, the real task ahead for banks is to provide regular normal banking services in the far flung areas so as to keep these accounts active and operational.  It was observed that in Himachal in many villages, ICT based BC Model could not be stabilized due to connectivity issues.  The connectivity issues may be resolved by BSNL and other stakeholders so that BC Model works in remote villages in seamless manner.  All banks were advised to open brick and mortar branches / USBs in unbanked villages of the State as per the financial inclusion road map formulated for the State.  Only with the stabilization of ICT based BC model and by opening of brick and mortar branches as per the road map will usher in normal banking services to all villages which in turn will ensure comprehensive and sustainable financial inclusion in the real sense. 

CD ratio
CD ratio for the State had declined from 58.20 per cent as on December 31, 2013 to 56.36 per cent as on December 31, 2014 (as per Thorat Committee).  It was also observed that in eight districts, the CD ratio was less than 40 per cent.  The decline in CD ratio partly could be due to lesser achievement under Annual Credit Plan as the total achievement up to December 2014 was only 57.43 per cent, whereas, it should have been 75 per cent.   Likewise, under non-priority sector advances, targets were normally being kept low, whereas the potentiality for absorption of credit under the non-priority sector may be more.  

MSME

Similarly, banks were advised to tap potential available under MSME Sector as it continues to be financially excluded sector. He informed that MSMEs are critical to Nation’s economy as they contribute approximately 40% of India’s domestic production, almost 50% of total exports and 45 % of industrial employment.  MSMEs are the second largest employer of manpower after agriculture. To reiterate Nayak Committee’s recommendations, banks were once again advised:

i)
to give preference to village industries, tiny industries and other small scale units in that order while meeting the credit requirement of MSME.

ii)
grant working capital limits to MSME units computed on the basis of minimum 20 per cent of their estimated annual turnover whose credit limit in individual cases is up to Rs.5 crore.  

iii)
prepare annual credit budget on the bottom-up basis to ensure that the legitimate requirements of MSME sector are met in full.  

iv) 
60 clusters had been identified by the Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, Government of India for focused development of small enterprises sector. SLBC Convener bank was advised to incorporate in their Annual Credit Plans, the credit requirement in the clusters identified by the Ministry.   A cluster-based approach to lending may be more beneficial in dealing with well-defined and recognized groups, availability of appropriate information for risk assessment and monitoring by the lending institutions.

Further, banks were advised to consider taking advantage of Credit Appraisal and Rating tool (CART), Risk Assessment Model (RAM) and the comprehensive rating model for risk assessment of MSME proposals developed by SIDBI for reduction of their transaction cost.   Similarly, the banks were also advised vide Circular dated May 4, 2009 to consider implementation of scoring model for lending in case of all advances upto Rs.2.00 crores.  Besides, the credit guarantee scheme was introduced mandating banks not to accept collateral security in case of loans upto Rs.10.00 lakhs extended to units in the MSME sector.  

Despite all this, lending to MSME by banks was not very impressive.  Banks have a tendency to look for big industries for lending not realizing the fact that “small is beautiful”.  In the context of MSME, small is beautiful because small is less fragile than the large.  He quoted Nassim Nicholas Taleb, distinguished Professor of Risk Engineering who said “Large Companies are more fragile than small - economies of scale exist only in B-School text books.  Being large is an advantage on paper, but makes you more fragile in reality. If you are large and you have a problem, it costs you disproportionately more to solve it.  Many small units doing a lot of small things is better than one big unit doing one big thing”.

In light of the above, banks were advised to make concerted efforts to provide credit to MSE Sector which has also been recognized as priority sector.  This will in turn help in raising CD ratio to an appropriate level.  

While reiterating circular dated January 28, 2015, he emphasized that in order to ensure hassle free credit to all borrowers, especially in rural and semi-urban areas and keeping in view the technological developments and the different ways available with banks to avoid multiple financing, banks were advised to dispense with obtaining ‘No Due Certificate’ from the individual borrowers (including SHGs & JLGs) in rural and semi-urban areas for all types of loans including loans under Government Sponsored Schemes.

Besides, vide circular dated September 1, 2014, banks were also advised to clearly delineate the procedure for disposal of loan proposals, with appropriate timelines, and institute a suitable monitoring mechanism for reviewing applications pending beyond the specified period. It was reiterated that there should not be any compromise on due diligence requirements. Banks may also make suitable disclosures on the timelines for conveying credit decisions through their websites, notice-boards, product literature etc.

Sh. V K Shrivastava, General Manager & Convenor expressed thanks to Sh. Negi, RD RBI for the valuable suggestions and assured that house will take corrective steps to implement the points made by him.
EXCERPTS FROM THE SPEECH OF SH. P.MITRA. IAS, CHIEF SECRETARY TO THE GOVERNMENT OF HIMACHAL PRADESH ON THE OCCASION OF 135th   SLBC MEETING HELD ON 24.03.2015
The Chief Secretary was kind enough to spare valuable time out his busy schedule of ongoing Budget Session of State Legislative Assembly. 
 At the outset, the Chief Secretary welcomed Sh. Charan Singh, Executive Director, UCO Bank and distinguished dignitaries sitting on Dias.  He also extended greetings to the all the participants in the Meeting. 
The Chief Secretary in his address to the House, highlighted, few things mentioned below; 
· Hon’ble Chief Minister of Himachal Pradesh made Budget Announcements on 18th of this month, announcing various initiatives to accelerate the pace of socio-economic growth of the State and a  few of  them as follows  ; 
· Major Thrust on Agriculture & Horticulture Sectors with positive measures for farm sector, focusing on minor irrigation Schemes, promoting cultivation of seasonal vegetables, setting up of Poly Houses, promoting organic farming etc.
· In Horticulture sector, focus was laid to strengthen infrastructural support like marketing and storage of Horticulture crops, cultivation of improved variety of horticulture crops.
· A Pension scheme announced for the benefit of MGNREGA workers, Agriculture/ Horticulture/ shop workers employed in the unorganized sector.
· Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme which will now be extended to 35 blocks from earlier 17 blocks for Apple and to 42 blocks from the earlier 10 Blocks for Mango.  More horticulture crops like Plum, Peaches and Kinnow will now stand covered under the scheme.

·  The Chief Secretary appreciated the banks for their effective role in financial campaign under PMJDY Scheme. He expressed that it is really awesome that   more than 7.50 lac new Bank accounts are opened by the Banks since the launch of scheme in August Last year.  He remarked that in total population of little around 65 lacs in the State, practically everybody has bank account and opening of 7.50 lacs   new accounts is really interesting. He added that Banking outreach is very good in the State with 1889 bank branches and 1543 ATMs.   
· The CS remarked that the Himachal Pradesh State Coop Bank ltd, in the State has distinction of having achieved the status of Schedule Commercial Bank among Cooperative Sector Banks. 
·  Sh.  Mitra expressed concern on NPA position which has reached to 5.69% of the total lending of Banks in the State. He further added that   solution to this NPA problem is to accelerating growth momentum keeping positive approach to resolve this problem. The Chief Secretary extended appreciation to Executive Director of UCO bank on his view point that solution to NPA is not to shut down the units but to put thrust on overall development and investment in the system,  resulting into more resources and income in the hands of entrepreneurs for sustainable economic activities.  
· The Chief Secretary concluded the speech, expressing hope for positive and successful deliberations in the meeting. 
EXCERPTS FROM THE SPEECH OF DR. SHRIKANT BALDI, IAS, PRINCIPAL SECRETARY (FINANCE)  TO THE GOVERNMENT OF HIMACHAL PRADESH ON THE OCCASION OF 135th   SLBC MEETING HELD ON 24.03.2015
Dr. Shrikant Baldi, Pr. Secretary, (finance) was kind enough to spare valuable time out his busy schedule in ongoing Budget Session of State Legislative Assembly.

Dr Shrikant Baldi welcomed Sh. Charan Singh, Executive Director of UCO bank on his maiden participation in SLBC meeting.  He highlighted the under mentioned few Budget announcements made by Hon’ble Chief Minister in the current budget session of the State Legislative Assembly which had relevance to the issues in the agenda of the meeting and  awaiting decision  from  State Government Authorities. 
· One is that Stamp duty on Mortgaged deed of   Agriculturist and Self Help Groups for loan  up to 10.00 lacs has been waived;

· Another one is the Stamp Duty and Registration charges on Education loans up to Rs7.50 lacs which has been waived;  
Dr. Baldi remarked that there was regular demand of SLBC on both the above points which now stands settled with the Budget announcements of Hon’ble Chief Minister. 
·  The third point was the collateral security issue (notation of equitable mortgage charge) which the bankers want to restore. He informed that the issue was sorted out by Finance Department and Revenue Department and the Revenue Department will issue orders in this regard before the next SLBC meeting.

Dr. Shrikant Baldi concluded the speech expressing thanks to the House. 
EXCERPTS FROM THE SPEECH OF SH. K.P. CHAND, CHIEF GENERAL MANAGER, NABARD ON THE OCCASION OF 135th   SLBC MEETING HELD ON 24.03.2015

Shri K. P. Chand, CGM, NABARD in his address, emphasized on following major issues: 
· State is a Horticulture State and there is vast potential in Horticulture Sector.  He added that State Government, in the recent Budget announcements, has laid emphasis on strengthening the infrastructural support to Horticulture sector.
· The CGM, NABARD urged the Banks to undertake financing in Group mode by lending to the Self Help Groups (SHGs) and Joint liability Groups (JLGs),.  It would certainly have good impact on ground level disbursements and further credit expansion to improve CD Ratio in the State. NABARD has prepared the Potential Linked Plan (PLP) for 2015-16 for each District and laid emphasis for Area Based Schemes for credit expansion. He requested the banks to focus on Area Based Scheme prepared by NABARD while finalizing the Annual Credit Plan for the Financial Year 2015-16.

· Govt. of India has set a growth target of 4% in Agriculture Sector and accordingly set a target for Agriculture credit at national level as well as for  the State. In view the targets kept under Agriculture credit for the State, the potential linked Plan finalized by NABARD .  
·  Bank have achieved about 79 %  of the targets under the Priority Sector lending up to December,2014 but the Y-O-Y disbursement have shown the declining trend and disbursement have declined in Priority Sector lending  to the extent of around 6% over the corresponding period previous year. He impressed on the Banks for taking growth oriented approach to increase the ground level disbursements.
·  The CGM expressed that there is a good scope to empower the women and poor section of our society in the State through financing of SHGs and JLGs under the Micro Credit segment.  Govt of India has set a national target of establishment of 5 lac JLGs in 2014-15 and State has been allotted target of 1000 JLGs. The achievement, however, under the JLG financing is not encouraging. He appealed to bankers for credit linkages of JLGs and SHGs as per the targets assigned to the Banks. He further impressed that achievements of banks under Micro credit should also be reviewed against Annual Targets and not only on the basis of incremental growth reflected in cumulative achievements under Micro credit.
·  Sh. K P Chand, CGM has also impressed the Banks to make concerted efforts for covering all the farmers’ households under the KCC scheme in the State. 
Sh. V. K Shrivastava, General Manager & Convenor extended thanks to K P Chand, CGM NABARD and assured to take necessary corrective steps on the suggestive points.   

The respected Chief Secretary and the Principal Secretary (Finance) had taken leave from the meeting earlier as they had important engagements in the ongoing Vidhan Sabha Budget Session.  Sh.  Akshay Sood, Special Secretary (Finance) to the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh attended the proceedings from the Dias.
Shri V.K. Shrivastava, General Manager & Convenor, UCO Bank has taken up the regular Agenda of the meeting with the permission of Chair. The proceedings are noted as  under;

	Holding of sub-committee meetings of DCC constituted for the purpose of improvement in CD Ratio above 40% minimum level prescribed by RBI and preparation of special plan thereof.


	The House deliberated the issue and expressed concern on the decline in CD ratio in the State.   
The House had taken a note that meeting of special sub- committee of DLCC were not regularly held in the District to review the CD ratio. It was emphasized that issue of low CD ratio need to be deliberated in the small group of members of DLCC to have thread ware discussion.  The house directed all LDMs having low CD ratio below 40% in the Districts,    to hold the sub-committee meeting regularly to prepare monitorable actionable plan and draw strategy for phased growth in CD ratio in the respective Districts.  The house directed that in the next SLBC review meeting, a report be presented on the sub-committee meetings of DLCC held in the district, with recommendation/ action plan adopted to improve the CD Ratio so as to have the   meaning full deliberation on the issue. 
The CGM, NABARD has also impressed that before the holding of quarterly Review meeting of DLCC, in the District, the sub-committee meeting should be held and action plan / strategies formulated by the sub-group should be placed for deliberation/ review in the DLCC.  The proceeding of the DLCC meeting on the CD ratio should be placed for deliberation in review meeting of SLBC. The CGM NABARD further  added that Area Based Scheme formulated by NABARD for the Districts  like in Bilaspur  District-automatic Milk collection centers , Dairy farming in Kangra District & Mandi District- , mushroom cultivation in Hamirpur District , Poultry farming in Una District etc. should be undertaken for  increasing the Ground level Disbursements in the respective Districts. It would certainly have impact on improving the CD ratio in the District.
The concerned LDMs in Districts having Low CD Ratio (below 40%) directed by the House to hold the meeting of the special Sub-committee of DLCC in the current quarter.   Further, respective LDMs will submit a report to SLBC Convenor on outcome of the sub-committee meeting along with Monitarable Action plan/ strategies being adopted to increase the CD ratio so as to present   a consolidated report to the SLBC for the Districts.


	2.2
	On-line access of Land Records to Banks – Adoption of “Bhoomi Bank Integrated Project” for online creation of charge on land.
	The representative from Department of Land Record informed the house that a proposal is already sent to Revenue Department vide its letter no.7487-88 dated 6.12.2014 for online creation of Charge in Land records. A copy of proposal also sent to SLBC convenor and requested the Banker’s comments/ suggestions on the proposal for consideration of Revenue ‘Department. 
Deliberating on the issue, the Special Secretary (Finance) expressed that Banks to follow-up with NIC and Department of Information Technology on the IT related issues involved in the matter. He further added that regular interaction should take place between the Revenue Department and Department of IT, NIC to finalize the action plan for smooth implementation of the Project.

The House directed the SLBC Convenor to take up the issue with the Revenue Department and NIC and developments on the issue will be placed before the House in the next SLBC Review meeting.

	Performance of Business Correspondents (BCs) engaged by Banks under Financial Inclusion in HP.
	The issue was deliberated and it was decided that the same can be part of the regular Agenda item no-3-”Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana”.  Hence the issue be removed from the ATR.   

	2.4
	Construction of RSETI buildings
	The representative from PNB informed the House that they have allotted the construction work of RSETI building in PNB sponsored RSETIs to a construction firm (the successful bidder) and the Firm will commence construction work of RSETI building, very shortly.   
 In Chamba District, the Lease deed execution is pending for the Land allotted for construction of RSETI building. The sponsored Bank i.e. SBI is requested to expedite the matter with close follow-up with District authority.  

Similarly in UCO Bank sponsored RSETIs, the construction work of RSETI Buildings at Shimla, Sirmour and Bilaspur entrusted to BSNL and the construction work will be undertaken on priority. In Solan District, the District Authorities have yet to finalize the allotment of Plot for RSETI Building. 

The House directed the sponsored banks to complete construction of RSETI Building on priority and the progress will be reviewed in next review meeting.

	The Special Secretary, Finance informed that matter is still under consideration of Revenue Department.

PRADHAN MANTRI JAN DHAN YOJANA (PMJDY):

The Executive Director of UCO Bank in the Key note Address to the House, apprised the House on the achievements made by the Banks under the Pradhan Mantri Jan-Dhan Yojana (PMJDY) in the State.  
The ED, Convenor Bank laid emphasis on the various important issues concerning Banks and other Stake holders for the successful implementation of the PMJDY Scheme. He said that this is beginning and not the end to attain the objective of   Comprehensive Financial inclusion. 

He added that the BCAs model, (Bank MITR) adopted by the Banks for providing the Banking Services in the Sub Service Areas (SSAs) needs to be strengthened.   The Chairman emphasized to Banks to ensure that; 
· The BCAs should be activated and functional. The Banks should conduct physical survey of allocated SSAs to ascertain the effectiveness of BCAs at the ground level.
· Each Bank to ensure that BCA should be paid the minimum remuneration of Rs. 5000/- and variable component of remuneration as per the provisions under the PMJDY Scheme for the sustainability of BCA model.
· BCAs should be equipped with proper machines to perform E-KYC compliance, capturing the RuPay Debit Cards operations.
Central Bank of India has raised issue on technical support from NIC in implementation of BC model CSC- “Lok Mitr Kendras” in HP. The House directed that concerned banks having issues on technical grounds with CSC model (Lok Mitr Kendres) may individually take the matter with NIC, IT Deptt. and get the same resolved at the earliest.  

The RD, RBI   while deliberating on the issue expressed that BC model is really yet to take off.  There are certain major Issues such as remuneration issue, technical support from Technical Service Providers, connectivity issue etc which need to be sorted out by the respective Banks on Priority.  He further added that BCs are only opening the account and other services to be rendered by BCs are taken up seriously.  
 The house directed Banks to take care of the aforesaid points for effective implementation of the BC model (LOK MITR) and ensure the implementation of BC model (Lok Mitr) with in time frame prescribed under PMJDY by the Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt of India and under RBI Roadmap.

Review of progress under RBI Roadmap 2013-16 – Extension of Banking Services in all unbanked villages:

The progress under RBI Roadmap 2013-16 reviewed by the House. The Regional Director, RBI emphasized to the Banks  for opening of  more and more Brick & Mortar branches in the unbanked area so that the excluded section of our society in far flung  and remote areas  in the many districts like in Chamba , Sirmour , Kullu and Kinnaur  districts  have easy access to banking services, at affordable cost. He added that the target for opening Brick and Mortar branches in Himachal Pradesh as per RBI Road Map was 465 for March 31, 2015 and   the achievements, so far, had been just 18%.   Bankers neds to put thrust for opening of branches in unbanked area.
The RD, RBI also impressed to banks to adhere to the time frame for implementation of Road map as per the guidelines from RBI and PMJDY scheme. 

The Executive Director, UCO Bank urged the Banks to prioritize branch expansion programme by opening of bank branches in unbanked areas.

Review of Performance under Annual Credit Plan 2014-15 for the period ended December, 2014 in line with revised MIS monitoring system advised by RBI.

The progress under Annual Credit Plan 2014-15 for the period ended December, 2014 reviewed in the House.  
The House expressed that achievement under the ACP 2014-15 for the period under review is 82 % as a whole and 78 % for Priority Sector advances and termed it as satisfactory.  But the gap in achievement should be covered in the last quarter of the FY 2014-15 by putting thrust on credit expansion by the Banks. The House laid emphasis for achievement of all targets set under the ACP 2014-15 covering the gap observed in December2014 quarter, with in the last quarter of FY2014-15    

 The achievement under the Priority sector Lending requires more attention as the decline trend was recorded in disbursements over previous year.   More over the achievement under Housing Sector and Education Loan Schemes was far from satisfactory and Banks have to review their performance under this sector to ensure adequate flow of credit.   In agency wise achievement, HPGB (RRB) have recorded the lowest achievement of just 57 % and  needs more attention for covering the gap in achievement under ACP. All the Banks are requested to focus lending to the Priority Sector segments.
The representative from NABARD requested LDMs to consider Area Specific Scheme drawn by NABARD for the respective Districts in the Potential Linked Plan for 2015-16   while finalizing the ACP for the District for the next year 2015-16 . 

The House directed the Banks to make concerted efforts for achieving the targets in the left over period of current fiscal.  
The Executive Director, UCO Bank had made earnest appeal to State Govt. departments to supplement the efforts of Banks in increasing the flow of Investment Credit in priority Sector segments.

The House expressed satisfaction on the Branch Network expansion in the State. The Regional Director, RBI once again called upon the banks to look into their existing practice of opening the new branches in the already banked areas.   He impressed to Banks to open branches in unbanked areas to have sustainable financial inclusion in the State.
The Executive Director, UCO Bank urged the LDMs to ensure that sub-committees of DLCC should deliberate on the issue of CD ratio and come out with solution.  The House stressed the LDMS for adopting Strategies for increasing the flow of credit in the districts with Area specific Schemes as already deliberated in detailed on review of CD ratio of Districts in the agenda no-2.

Review of Performance under major Centrally Sponsored Schemes:

The House reviewed the performance under the all the Govt. Sponsored Programmes and urged the Banks to achieve the targets. The Nodal Departments were requested to gear up sponsoring of loan proposals in line with the allocated Targets.  The House directed the sponsoring agencies and the Lead Distt. Managers to hold review meetings for every Govt. sponsored programmes especially NRLM and PMEGP, regularly. The House directed that Nodal Programme implementing Agency/ Departments at the State level to share the information/data on achievement of Banks being reported to them by their field functionaries with the Convenor Bank, on regular basis, for effective monitoring of the Progress under various Govt. sponsored Schemes.
In the agenda item no-7 , HP State Rural livelihood Mission (HPSRLM) had placed the below mentioned forms,  which will be utilized  commonly by Banks in SHGs Bank linkages Programme under NRLM programme,  for approval of  SLBC . 
A) Common Application Form for SHGs for opening of Saving Account and loan Documents under NRLM.

B) Micro Credit Plan (MCP) form under NRLM Programme.
The representative from HPSRLM explained before the house that these forms are devised to simplify SHGs transactions with the banks facilitating in better access to the Institutional Finance by SHGs. These forms are developed by National Mission Management Unit (NMMU) under NRLM Programme, in consultation with Indian Banks’ Association. 
In the course of deliberation, GM Convenor Bank expressed that these forms are since devised in consultation with the IBA, so the House may approve the aforesaid forms. In case individual bank needs approval from their corporate office as a matter of routine procedure, they may suitably take up the matter, separately, with their Corporate Office, with due promptness. 
The House has approved the above stated forms, being utilized under NRLM Scheme.

Review of Recovery Performance of Banks in Himachal Pradesh. 

The House expressed concern on NPAs position of Banks in the State, having reached to alarming level of 5.69% with total NPA of Rs.1599.10 Crore as of December, 2014.   The MSE Sector has highest proportion in total NPAs of Banks, followed by Agriculture Sector. Among the agency wise NPAs, Cooperative Sector Banks have high proportion of NPA and they were requested to pay more attention on the recovery front. The House observed that growing NPAs could be very detrimental to the further credit expansion in the State. So Banks should strengthen their recovery mechanism and to take follow up action for recovery of Banks dues vigorously to curve the growing NPA in coordination with State Govt. Departments and Nodal agencies.

The member Banks have raised the issue of pending subsidy claims under PMRY Schemes which had remained pending  for settlement  with Govt. Department, since long. The representative from Central Bank of India informed the House that the subsidy claims under PMRY, lodged through the Corporate office of the Bank are pending for settlement with RBI / Govt of India.  He further added that every year the pending subsidy claims amount under the Scheme are also certified by Statutory Auditors in the Annual Statutory Audit of the Bank. He requested the house to take up this issue from SLBC level with appropriate authorities.
The Executive Director, UCO Bank directed that Banks having pending  subsidy Claims under the PMRY scheme to submit the  consolidated position of pending  subsidy claims in  the  State  under the PMRY scheme along with details of the follow-up action, to the Convenor Bank. The Convener Bank will consolidate the Bank-wise position and it will then be further taken up with Directorate of Industries, HP.  The Special Secretary Finance, Govt. of Himachal Pradesh has also assured the House that State Govt. will also suitably take up the issue with Secretary Industries, Govt. of India.   

The participants have expressed concern on huge pendency of cases with the Office of Recovery Collectors under the State Recovery Act. The house deliberated on various ways to improve its effectiveness.   In the course of deliberation, shortage of staff with Govt agency (Recover Collector offices) handling the Certificate cases causing delay in disposal of Cases. 
The GM & Convenor, UCO Bank deliberating on the issue suggested that there should be incentive scheme as being followed in other States, like Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh, to incentivize the staff involved in the recovery process in the    office of Recovery Collector as a motivational factor. The other members have expressed that  there should be increase in the commission amount being offered to State Government agencies  for recovery of the Banks dues in the certificate cases which will generate additional source of revenue in the form of  commission to the State treasury. To supplement the issue, members expressed that in many States, the commission percentage being paid for the amount recovered is as high as 10% of amount recovered.
The Executive Director directed that a study should be conducted to ascertain the success of recovery efforts under the State Recovery Act in other States. He further directed that SLBC convener to take up the matter with SLBC Convener Bank of Madhya Pradesh to ascertain the various incentives and commission percentage and any other effective steps being taken up by the state of Madhya Pradesh so that a proposal percolating this factor is prepared for   improving the effectiveness of this recovery mechanism in the State. 

The Special Secretary, Finance proposed that SLBC to come up with a proposal for consideration of the State Govt. Authorities and further assured that concerned Department  after making due diligence on the proposal  will put up the proposal to the appropriate authority in the State.

Review of Progress under Non-sponsored Programmes

The House reviewed the progress made by banks under issuance of Kisan Credit Cards in the State and express satisfaction over the achievement under KCC Scheme.  
The CGM NABARD while deliberating on the issue have stressed that there are about 9 (nine ) lac farmer households in the State and the latest  cumulative achievement  showed coverage of  the  around 6.62 lac active KCCs holders , so there is a gap in coverage of Farmers under KCC Scheme. The GM, Convenor Bank deliberating on the issue expressed that coverage of farmers under the KCC Scheme, so far, achieved by Banks in the State is quite optimistic and it may be possible that all the eligible farmers may not be interest to avail Finance under the Scheme.  So   the gap in 100 percent coverage may exist under the KCC Scheme.

 The CGM NABARD has impressed on Banks to make survey of each Household in the villages under their Service Area to find out the position of coverage of farmers households under KCC scheme. Some Member Banks deliberating on the issue informed that due to inadequate manpower available in the Bank Branches in Rural area, the survey work cannot be taken up immediately. On the issue of staff shortage expressed by some member Banks, The ED , UCO Bank directed that issue of staff shortage is the concern of respective member  Banks and SLBC is  not the appropriate platform to deliberate the issue. It is, however, expressed by ED that controlling heads of member Banks are requested to take appropriate steps to redress the problem of Staff shortage in concerned branches.   
CGM NABARD  raised the issue that  yearly targets under  KCC  scheme are not reflected  in SLBC Data  and requested the banks to submit the data on KCC with targets allocated under KCC,  next year onward  so that achievement of  Banks can be reviewed viz a  viz targets.  The House requested the LDMs to report the Bank-wise achievement under KCC showing achievement viz a viz targets to suitably incorporate the position in the SLBC agenda.  Member banks are also requested to submit the District-wise consolidated achievement viz-a-viz targets hence forth in their quarterly data reporting to SLBC under KCC scheme, so that house may review Bank- wise   progress under KCC scheme.  

On review of progress under Self Help Groups/Joint liability Groups , the CGM NABARD has  impressed  the Banks for submission of data showing achievements  under SHGs and JLGs against the   allocated targets  under both the Scheme.   Member Banks are requested to submit the information/ data henceforth showing achievement viz a viz Targets to the convenor SLBC for placing the same before the house for review. 
 The Executive Director, UCO Bank while deliberating on the issue of JLG formation and their Bank linkages, impressed that this is very successful mode of coverage of Small groups under Micro Credit scheme.  He requested the NABARD to provide incentive to each Bank forming the JLGs as per the Scheme available with NABARD.  The CGM NABARD expressed that that they have scheme of providing incentive of Rs. 2000 on formation of each JLG   by the Banks.  The CGM, NABARD requested the Banks to submit the proposal for claiming the incentive to NABARD office. He further informed that so far they had received proposals for incentive claim from RRBs and Cooperative sector Banks. The ED, UCO Bank urged the banks to avail benefit / incentive on formation of JLGs from NABARD.
The CGM NABARD has requested the House that a sub-committee on Financial Inclusion and Micro Finance, constituted by the SLBC, should hold the meeting at regular interval to have focused deliberation on the issues related to FI and Micro Credit. The Executive Director, UCO Bank  expressed that house  may examine  the sharing of responsibility as  member secretary  of the sub-committees of SLBC  by  other peer Banks in the State  like PNB , SBI  as  a  matter  of good practice  prevalent in other states also so that meetings of sub –committee of SLBC are  held  promptly.

10.4
 Modified Direct Benefit Transfer For LPG (MDBTL) and Aadhaar seeding. 
The House reviewed the progress achieved under Aadhaar seeding in the Bank accounts under the various Govt Scheme like MFNREGA, Scholarship Schemes, MDBTL etc. covered under the ICT based DBT scheme for distribution of benefit direct to the account of the Beneficiaries.  The Director, Department of IT, Govt of Himachal Pradesh has informed the House that there are various identified schemes under DBT Scheme wherein Aadhaar enable payment system is being implemented.  The  Aadhaar information  reported by the beneficiaries to the concerned Govt Department distributing the benefits But    still Aadhaar information seeding  are pending with the Banks. 

The Director IT, placed scheme-wise latest pending position as follows, before the house; 
· Under MGNREGA Scheme ,  Aadhaar seeding with Department  is 87.73%  but the Aadhaar seeding with Banks are 58.21% 
· Like-wise  under Scholarship Schemes  Aadhaar seeding with Govt. Departments reported as 97% but seeding with Bank is 60.74% 
· and in  MDBTL , the Aadhaar seeding with LPG distributors is 89% but with Banks it is 83%, 
There is still a gap in Aadhaar seeding with the Banks especially under MGNREGA scheme. The Director IT Informed the House that as per direction of Govt under MGNREGA scheme , from 1st of April, 2015 onward  , the work will be given to those  MGNREGA beneficiaries who have Aadhaar seeding in Bank account. So it becomes very important for the Banks to complete the seeding in Bank account of the Beneficiaries of MGNREGA   well with in March 2015.  The pending position of Aadhaar seeding under the MGNREGA scheme was discussed with individual Banks and concerned banks have assured to complete the Aadhaar seeding within the stipulated time period. 

  In the course of deliberation, few member Banks have raised the issue of mandate of depositor to seed the Aadhaar information in their Bank account. It was clarified by the representative from UIDAI, Chandigarh   that MoRD has already obtained the mandate from beneficiaries and there is no need to take fresh mandate from the depositors (Beneficiaries) to seed Aadhaar in their bank accounts.  
The Executive Director, UCO Bank has expressed that major pendency in Aadhaar seeding is with the PNB, RRB & Coop Sector banks. These Banks are requested to pay special   attention to complete the job with in March 2015. 

The Director IT also assured the member Banks having large pendency in Aadhaar seeding to provide support on the technical issue to expedite the process of Aadhaar seeding. The representative from Department of I.T. appealed to the banks to clear the pendency at the earliest.

10.5 : 
Sansad Adarsh Gram Yojna:
The house reviewed the progress under Sansad Adarsh Gram Yojna. The List of adopted villages are mentioned in the page no- 100 of the Agenda booklet . The GM UCO Bank and convener requested the concerned banks having coverage of the Adopted villages to ensure providing all sort of banking services and other developmental activities in close coordination with other Government agencies.
10.6:
 Bringing Dairy Farmers with in the banking Fold: 
 As per the Direction of Department of Finance Services, MOF, GOI the   Dairy Farmers are to be brought under the Banking fold by opening of Bank account of Dairy Farmers associated with Dairy cooperatives of Milk Producer Societies in the State.  The representative from H. P. Milk federation   was not available for comments so house could not be updated on the latest position.  The LDMs are requested to review the position of uncovered dairy farmers with the representatives of Milk federation at District level and allocate the area to member banks for coverage of uncovered dairy farmers.  The Convenor will also follow-up with M.D., HP Milk fed and LDMs of respective Districts and progress will be reviewed in next review meeting.  
10.7: 
 The IBA Child & Youth Finance International (CYFI) collaboration for transforming School Students in to Economic Citizens.

The General Manger , UCO Bank and Covenor  briefed the House on the Scheme “SchoolBank Champs”  specially prepared by IBA to  provide  financial education  and access to financial products to  school Children in India . There is target for coverage of 1.20lac schools by the Bank Branches covering 120 Lac students across the country.  The G.M.  Informed the House that a meeting was convened by IBA with the Convenor Bank at Mumbai to discuss the implementation of the Scheme.  It was decided that each Bank will adopt a School in their vicinity and to open atleast minimum of 100 bank accounts of the students.  The GM informed the member Banks that details of the scheme is provided to all member Banks by SLBC convenor and also by their corporate offices. 
            He requested member Banks to adopt the school and ensure implementation of the Scheme as per the direction of IBA.

Issues under Special Agenda (Table Agenda): 
The Finance (IF) Department, Govt. of Himachal Pradesh vide its communication bearing no.  Fin-IF (B) 1-1/90-XVIII dated 17.03.2015 requested the convener SLBC  for placing the issue   regarding CWP No. 6084/2014 titled Pradhan, Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha Arki Vs UOI, in the  Agenda of the  for deliberation.   
 Issue:  

Representation dated 19.2.2014 from Pradhan Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha, Arki addressed to Honble Chief Minister, Himachal Pradesh.

-In the matter of Court case with Hon’ble H P High Court – Judgment Dated 25.08.2014 in CWP no 6084/2014 titled Pradhan, Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha, Arki V/s Union of India & others.
The Under Secretary (Horticulture) Department of Horticulture, Govt. of Himachal Pradesh vide their communication no. HTC-E (3)-84/2014 dated 02.3.2015 addressed to Director (IF) to the Govt. of HP informed interalia as under;

Quote: “I am directed to bring to your kind notice that a large number of farmers in the State have taken loans from various public Sector Banks for construction of poly houses under Centrally Sponsored Scheme- Horticulture Technology Mission. Due to various reasons including charging of  exorbitant  rate of interest by  the Banks , farmers  are not able to repay the loan amount  and interest thereon  regularly  due to which  financial condition  of farmers have  worsened. Although waiving  off  the loan the loan  amount or  stopping the decree  of green houses or other property is purely a matter between the concerned Bank and the farmers , yet , the Hon’ble High  H P Court  vide its judgment passed on 25-8-2014 in CWP no. 6084/2014 titled Pradhan,  Pragtisheel  Kissan Bagwan Sabha , Arki V/s UIO has directed the respondent  No. 2  i.e.  Secretary (Hort.)  to examine the  representation  of Pragtisheel  Kissan Bagwan Sabha , Arki,  Tehsil  Arki, District  Solan  at Annexure P-8 and  pass appropriate orders thereon  . Copy of Court Order dated 25-8-2014 and Annexure P-8 are annexed as Annexure-A and Annexure-B respectively.

You are, therefore, requested  to kindly  place this matter before  the State Level Banker’s  Committee (SLBC)  in its next meeting to discuss the various issues like reducing the rate of Interest, waiving off  the Loan amount and stopping the decree of greenhouses or other properties of green house farmers in the State.” unquote
The above issues were deliberated in the meeting. The representative from Horticulture Department explained the issues before the house and supplemented that farmers are affected due to natural calamity and Pradhan Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha, Arki has requested for waiver of Loans and stoppage of Legal action for recovery of Bank Dues. 
The Special Secretary, Finance deliberating on the issued expressed that   representative of the Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha, Arki to take up the matter with the concerned Banks for the relief sought by the farmers. The Executive Director, UCO Bank also expressed that concerned banks should be approached by Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha, Arki for redressal of issues of Farmers. 
The House directed that Horticulture Department to discuss the matter with  the representatives of  Pragtisheel Kissan Bagwan Sabha  Arki and advise them to take up the matter  with  concerned Banks   for redressal of the grievance of the farmers.  
The meeting ended with Vote of thanks extended by Sh.  A. K. Sinha, Deputy General Manager, UCO Bank.  The DGM, UCO Bank assured the Chair to implement the decision   taken in the meeting in time bound manner. He further requested the member Banks to submit the data/ information for review of next SLBC meeting  to the convener bank with in 10th of April, 2015, so that  next review meeting can be held  within 1/2nd week of the May,2015.
